
The preaching of Christ to the spirits in prison  (K. Schilder) 1)

Text - 1 Peter 3: 19 - 20a ~ “by whom also He went and preached to the spirits in prison, who  formerly were disobedient, when once the Divine longsuffering waited in the days of Noah,” 2)

Beloved

Today we might almost forget that we are in the time after Easter and Ascension.  That which is occurring in the world, in Europe, in the east, of late has taken such hold of our attention and has surprised and perhaps so frightened us, that we are almost inclined to sit with the newspaper in our head and not with the gospel in our heart.  

That may be understandable but it is not good.  

Because whoever would only see the instruments of death and destruction today and then would want again to see God in response to it, has applied everything wrong.  

I must not see God in response to the distress of the times, but I must see the distress of the times in the light of God Himself.  

That order is the only good one, which always keeps our life orderly and, whatever happens, gives us a fixed point in hand, in which we can move the earth by prayer. 

Therefore I do not want to forget war and misery today but leave them in their place, as I leave the Sunday in its place, its own place.  The church year, which now also goes on from Easter to Ascension and Pentecost.  Today we also have to maintain that order and let God’s Word tell us how it is with Christ Jesus our Lord.  Who, on the day of Ascension, was exalted at the right hand of the Father.  Who picked the Easter fruit, plucked on that first Sunday of the New Testament, and carried it into heaven and who now comes for judgment over the whole world, and over the spirits in prison.  

Let us understand the preaching of Christ to the spirits in prison for our comfort.

We see three things:

1) the time of the preaching 

2) the hearers of the preaching

3) the content of the preaching.                                                                 (Psalm 47: 1, 3)

ONE

In the first place we speak about the time when Christ preached to the spirits in prison.  That time is indicated in the first words of my text: “By whom also He went….”.  

This “went” (or departure) of Christ meant here was the time, the moment, in which He preached to the spirits in prison.  Therefore the immediate question is of course; what this ‘went‘ or departure is.  

What kind of ’went’ is meant?  

This question has kept many thinkers busy during the course of the centuries, and has kept many divided.  And particularly the idea is often justified that Christ Jesus’ going into hell is meant. Many have claimed that Christ’s descent into hell is talked about here.  And they thought that the Savior had not gone to heaven after He died on the cross as we all believe, but went to hell or to the portico of hell where the fathers of the Old Covenant were locked away; or to hell itself where the devils were.  

They often think that Christ had meant to take away the believers of the Old Covenant from Hell’s portico, or to make known to the devils themselves that he had won the battle on the cross, had bought peace for His people and had won the right of eternal life for them.  

But we reject this idea once and for all.  If it talks here of going, it is not Christ’s going to hell.  

Firstly, the bible tells us nowhere the believers of old were ever shut away in a forecourt of hell.  Even if Abraham, Isaiah and all the saints of the Old Covenant did not yet see everything in full, if they only saw shadows, and types and sacrifices, they still believed in the Messiah and believed God’s Word.  They were regenerated by the Holy Spirit and when through faith in God they died in Christ, they were not saved for a forecourt of Hell.  As if payment had not yet been made, or must still follow, because God had reckoned to them already beforehand the fruit of Christ’s death.  Christ’s sacrifice had consequence already before it was brought and all the believers and the uncountable multitude of the Old Covenant had already entered heaven.  Also for them dying was not coming to hell’s porch nor a place of temporary exclusion from heaven but a passage to eternal life. 

And as far as devils are concerned, going to them was completely unnecessary.  

Satan already knew that Christ had won; Christ had already crushed his head.  

Therefore there is no mention here of descending into hell, which descent moreover is understood differently in our churches.  

What kind of ascension, what kind of going was it then?  

We will turn it around and say that it was a going, not to hell, but to heaven!  

Not a descent into hell is meant but the ascension into heaven.  And the going of Christ in our text is the going up in Easter-glory from the mount of Olives when the cloud took Him away.  

The Ascension was itself the moment of the preaching of Christ to the spirits in prison.  That the ascension is meant here appears clearly from the context of the text .  

You should follow what Peter actually says to the persecuted brothers and sisters.  They were often berated and despised and mocked.  And now Peter says: remember that you must never give opportunity for righteous criticism when they have something against you.  Because when they can say with good reason that also these Christians are without integrity, then shame on you, for then you are the cause for the slandering of Christ’s name.  But when you do well, honor the law and fear the Lord, and you are then vilified and persecuted, then you are blessed.  

You should never adopt a politically acceptable face in order to keep the peace.  

For Peter says if you suffer in this way, well done; the world cannot abide your walking and acting in Christ and maligns it.  Then the Lord is with you and humiliation is the way to the heights.  

For then your going up to God and being exalted at His right hand comes from out of the deep.  Then the road to the bottom is at the same time going up.  

And when Peter has said this, it is brought to light through Christ Jesus.  

Especially for Him, and in the first place, the way to the bottom was the way up.  The state of humiliation and afterwards the state of exaltation.  Christ has Himself always maintained the way, always doing well.  

He was the benefactor, Who lived according to the law, always acted according to it.  He was persecuted, killed.  But he was also exalted at Easter and set in heaven full of honor, greeted by the angels and acknowledged by heaven and made Judge over the whole earth.  

He comes, He comes to judge the earth!  

And if now Christ Jesus is humiliated, yet is exalted by God for His obedience to the law, then those who are His must not say: ‘I am humiliated in the world and therefore must change course”.  No, if you feel humiliated you will be blessed and will be exalted, later.

And if maybe you still doubt I will point to the text itself.  Near by, in verse 18 it reads: Christ was killed in the flesh ~ Good Friday; afterward made alive by the Spirit ~ Easter.  And then follows: “by whom he went….”.  First Good Friday, afterwards Easter.  And now comes the Ascension of its own.  

For Good Friday was the death of Christ according to the flesh, not according to the spirit, the spirit went to God and was immediately accepted: “Father into Thy hands I commend my spirit”.  And God took up His spirit on Good Friday, but His flesh remained hanging on the cross.  

And when they pierced His side death was in that flesh, they could bury that flesh but not the rest.

When he was killed according to the flesh, then he was made alive by the Spirit.

Because as the Spirit of God went to and fro over the earth in the Spirit at the beginning of creation to arouse and make alive what was in the dead dust according to the counsel of God, so also the Spirit came in the hour of recreating and made Jesus’ dead dust alive.  He could live and must also live by decree.  

And now, the Spirit of God, Who makes everything live, went into the body of Christ, raised it up.  For in that Spirit He, non-indictable God, has first offered Himself, and according to the decree of the same Spirit He is raised on Easter.  Then the Lord rises, as a spiritual man, which means: to whom everything is subject from the power of the Holy Spirit, but who also works by this Spirit and triumphs over everything by this Spirit.  

And in this Spirit He went into heaven.  Because that is where the glory of Christ is after Easter.  Therefore Easter was followed up by the Ascension, which was a going in the Spirit.  

The full communion of Christ as Mediator with the Spirit is evident in the Ascension.  He was so filled with the Spirit that the Spirit shone through everything.  The Spirit comes after Him at Pentecost and takes everything out from Christ according to His promise.  The Spirit ties Himself to Christ’s work because at Pentecost the Spirit will work with the fruits of Good Friday and Easter.  And the Spirit of God with Whom the Son, as Son of God, was completely one already from eternity, has also become one with the man Christ on the grounds of His perfect righteousness, so that He, in full communion with the Spirit, ascends to heaven.  

And that must follow Easter; it could not be postponed, because the Spirit of God puts everything in its place, maintains the order, gives to everyone its own, brings everything to completion.  

And therefore the Holy Spirit, Who makes everything ripe and brings all to their end goal, has set the man Christ, being exalted out of the grave, at His place in heaven and from there shall also rush all things on, so that Christ and his people come to the end of days, when the grapes are cooked ripe by the Spirit, when the time is accomplished by the same Spirit, who gives all things their place under the sun.  

Therefore the ascension is preaching.  

Going to heaven as a fact on its own is already preaching.  

So congregation, you may want to contradict me, and rightly, and ask how can that be?  

When Christ proceeded to heaven, he did address the church and he spoke to the young disciples, but where do we read of a preaching to the spirits, and in prison too yet?  

Because preaching can be done in two ways: with words, but also by actions.  Someone who is indignant can do two things, he can say that he is angry for such and such a reason and that is preaching with words; but he can also keep his mouth shut and walk out of the room, and that is preaching by action.  Here the latter applies.  Christ preached to the spirits in prison not with so many words but with the act of ascension itself.  That fact of the ascension itself places a trumpet on the lips and was a proclamation of Christ’s own glory. 

I said ‘proclamation”, and did so deliberately, because our text uses a word which in Greek reminds us of a herald.  A herald is one who does not bring his own message across, but one who is appointed by a king or suchlike to proclaim the King’s Glory on the streets of the city.  Such a man does not go and stop at a farm, nor does he enter the house in order to say: ‘I have a message from the king’.  An agent does that.  He phones all around and says” ‘the family makes known….’.  

A Herald does not go from alley to alley, from house to house in order to say there is a message.  No, he blows the trumpet, sounds the bells, because the king comes via his ambassador.  And the people are gathered together to appreciate that the king is already present through his representative, and that by the single fact of that man who stands and proclaims.  

That one message, that one cry, can be a calling, a single word, one act of authority is for the herald often enough to be seen as the element, which gives the message.   

And so it is also here.  When Jesus Christ went up to heaven, he did not go house to house announcing Himself, telling the people below and the angels above that he was Christ and had done such and such a thing.  

But when Jesus goes up to heaven, it is a clear fact which concerns the whole world.  Also the cross was no behind the scenes happening, no dark game in a small corner of the world.  The cross was also lifting up, a clear act of justice that concerns the whole world.  

He was lifted up on the cross, and the cross is a clear validation, like the bronze serpent was lifted up, a serpent for the whole nation, visible to all, and as the serpent too was not carried from house to house; so it is with the ascension.  

Not communicated from house to house, the cross and the Ascension stand in the center of the world, stand on the court of the whole earth and in the heart of the ages.  

Christ as Mediator is publicly lifted up through the heart of space and drawn up to God and His throne.   

Therefore the act, the fact itself was a sermon, 

a clarion call, 

the blowing of the trumpet, 

the appearing of God’s herald, 

with all the signs of God’s worthiness, 

with all the emblems of the title of God.   

It was such preaching that the earth heard it, that heaven saw it and the curtains were opened so that the king would ride in. 

And also that hell itself was shaken.

The whole world shudders and cracks at its joints when Christ ascends heavenward and seals the prerogative of the Father in and to Himself.  

And therefore when the Ascension occurred, also hell had knowledge of it.  Because the hellish powers where thrown down into darkness on Good Friday.  

And when Christ ascended to heaven the victory of Good Friday was sealed and expanded.  That shocking fact is so central and forced through in every direction, so that hell too had knowledge of it.  

The devils knew that the door was open for the last act, 

now that the beginning of the end had come, 

now that the beginning of the last day had come and that we are now in the last period of the world.  Also in hell spiritual things are taken for true and the facts of salvation, which God made, are also made known in hell to the spirits of darkness.

TWO

Who were the hearers?  

I now come to my second thought and question.  I have already let you sense by my last words that they are to be sought in hell.  For our text speaks of “spirits in prison” and then mentions certain spirits, who were formerly disobedient when once God’s longsuffering waited in the time of Noah. 3)  

These spirits were people living in the days of Noah, while the longsuffering of the Lord waited.  They were now in prison and became aware of the fact of Christ’s Ascension there on account of the quaking and shaking of the powers of darkness.  

Why they were “spirits” is clear.  Those who have died become spirits.  Whenever a person dies their body is put into the earth.  They have stopped being body, because “body” assumes “life”.  Whoever dies becomes bodiless and survives only in the spiritual nature, they have become spirit.  The word “spirit” can indicate God, it could indicate angels, good or bad, but can also indicate people, after death.  Here the last is meant.  Spirits, human spirits, people who had passed away, were now in the spiritual realm.  

A person who dies and survives as spirit, can survive in two ways.  He can continue to live, but he can also continue in true death.  He continues living when having believed in Christ he has been taken up by God after death.  These are the spirits under the altar (Rev. 5).  These are the people who live as spirits, seeing their King in glory from the moment of their dying .  But when people die outside of Christ, having hated Him, and having fallen and remained in sin, they do continue but their survival is an existence in a state of death, a state of enmity, an existence in hell.  

Now the Bible can designate hell in two ways.  

The Bible recognizes two series of names for the place of punishment we call hell.  The first series of names identifies hell in the period between death and the last day, and the other series identifies that same hell in another state, the one after the last day.  Because hell, like heaven, is still provisional.  No one has full salvation today, nor does anyone have full condemnation.  Complete salvation finally comes, after the last day, when body and soul are reunited, and the great multitude is united.  Then finally complete salvation comes in heaven and on the new earth.  There is salvation up until that day but it is interim, salvation is irrevocable, can nevermore disappear, but it is interim because the day of days is still to come.  

Well congregation, in the Bible the place of darkness is called “lake of fire”, or “fiery oven” after the return of Christ .  But the word “prison” describes hell in its interim state.  Until Christ’s return hell is known as “prison”, “custody”, because in prison someone is not fully imprisoned, prison means forecourt of punishment.  It is punishment, but people are kept there for the final judgment.  People can be in prison because the matter must still be researched, and also if people are already judged and later will undergo their sentence fully, the death sentence.  And as no judge immediately implements the verdict, but stays someone’s sentence, so it is here.  The complete verdict only comes at the last day and until the last day God leaves everyone who died outside of Christ imprisoned, so that later, when Christ returns all doors are opened at the same time and all graves are opened at the same time.  They will all appear before His throne at the same time and the judgment will be consummated in the lake of fire.  

So the Ascension was preaching for all those people awaiting judgment.  For they saw the fact clearly that the seed of the woman had crushed the head of the serpent.  The Seed of the woman had won the battle.  And now that He had won the victory His twofold power was established eternally: justification for those who believe, but also condemnation for those who hate the Lord and do not believe.  

And the coming of the Ascension means the implementation of the judgment of acquittal and also the judgment of condemnation.  

The justification of the church on Good Friday, acquired in Christ’s sacrifice, is sealed by Christ’s resurrection.  And the Ascension signifies that God acknowledges, that by His sacrifice, the Son has the right to His bride and receives the church as possession, which he, by His government, perfects to freedom.  

But not only is the church His possession, not only are the saints His possession, but the entire world is His possession, also hell is His possession.  He can do with them what he wills, because His will is just and pure.   He is given all power, all competence, in heaven and on earth.  Whatever is above, on or under the earth is subject to the power of Christ.  

And this thought is also clearly expressed in the text.  

If the way on high is opened, freed by the Son of man, then the dam on the downward way is permanently locked shut.  

When the way up is freed, then, seen from below the way of escape is eternally shut for those who hate Him.  

The question of who will be right, the seed of the woman or of the serpent, is answered.  The seed of the woman has overcome the seed of the serpent.  

Now the seed of the serpent must recognize: “now our judgment is irrevocable, and when God says: the Son of man may ascend, and if it is also said: the Son of man has the right to the throne, if that happens in the world, then hell is also brought under the jurisdiction of the man Jesus Christ.  

Therefore hell trembles on the day of Ascension.  We have sung “rejoice, oh nations, rejoice”, and that cry was a cry of faith which shocked hell into deep sorrow and cringing and fear.   And like the prisoner in prison trembles when the key rattles in the key hole and when he knows that the executioner comes to carry out the sentence, so hell trembles, when the key rattled in the key hole and the Judge, to Whom judgment was given, took His place beside Father’s throne.  When Jesus ascends the throne as the Christ it means judgment now lies in His hands and the proclamation of the Father about Him and His people is turned against all who were seed of the serpent and who hated His people. 

And when you think about serpent seed and woman seed, you realize at once why in our text Scripture singles out one generation from all the lost who are in hell and mentions them by name.  It names the spirits who were disobedient in the days of Noah.  

In other words, out of all the generations present in hell one is mentioned specifically by name.  One generation trembles before Christ’s ascension.  

People have become lost from every age, but in the time of Noah especially there were of the most godless type and as for people contained in hell whose destruction is typical and exemplary, they especially were an illustration of the hard judgment of God.  

Noah’s time was the time of prophetic witness for all of Scripture.  In Noah’s days the world went under for the first time.  Bilderdijk calls it the destruction of the first world empire.  And if the Ascension is the beginning of the end, the onset of the last judgment, the introduction of the last period, especially then the people who saw the first world go down tremble, because now the destruction of the second world comes. 

Except for eight people the whole world was almost completely destroyed in the days of Noah, after the flood waters covered the entire earth and all its culture.  

Afterwards God gave the world time and history anew.  

He planted Jesus’ cross here, proclaimed the truth, maintained the covenant, let the world see His salvation and still the world has not acknowledged Him, but rejected Him and challenged the cross.   And when the second world, which experienced the cross and saw Easter, perishes, the destruction begins on the day of Ascension according to the righteous judgment of God.  And therefore those who beheld the first day of the Lord tremble again at the beginning of the last day of the Lord. The fact that the days of Noah saw the first destruction, and that we are busy today, after the Ascension, with the second destruction of the world, makes it understandable why the time of Nosh is mentioned. 

Moreover especially the contemporaries of Noah had attempted to cut off the seed of the woman.  Therefore the Bible names those of Noah’s time as typical sinners.  Read the Bible through, where ever you want:  Noah’s time is an example of terrible sin.  

They gave in marriage, they took in marriage, they ate and drank until the day, when it began to rain.  

The days of Noah are typical as a time of hardening, symbolic of the anti-Christian age, when the last power also turns itself against the church of Jesus Christ.  For Satan had tried to smother the seed of the woman in Noah’s time.  If in our country (Netherlands), or rather in our town (Kralingscheveer) there were only eight people who would come up for Jesus Christ, would confess Him, we would exclaim how terribly bad that was.  Only eight people who would publicly vote for Christ.  And if then in North America or Europe, or in the world only eight people were for Jesus, then we would say:  Lord, come immediately with Thy judgment!

Well congregation, that’s how far it was in Noah’s days.  In the whole world there were only eight who named the Lord’s name.  After the fall into sin the seed of the woman and the seed of the serpent were immediately demarcated.  Serpent seed here, woman seed there.  They fought over the contents of the mother promise, the first gospel.

And what do we see now?  

Although at first the seed of the woman and the seed of the serpent develop alongside each other, the seed of the serpent soon becomes prominent.  The seed of the woman turns for the worse and soon mixes with the seed of the serpent. 

Church and world come together and in the last days when Noah comes along there are only eight left over who defend God’s name and let the preaching of righteousness be heard.  And among those eight there is one whose name is Ham, who later carries the curse into the world and maintains sin.

And the seed of the woman will be gone if those eight are gone.

And if the seed of the woman is gone, then The Seed of the woman is also gone.  For Christ must be born from that seed, from the church.  And when in the days of Noah Satan roused people to make pleasure and when Satan mocked Noah and derides Him then Satan has attempted to eradicate the seed of the woman in this way, so that later the whole world must fall to the curse and Christ Jesus as seed of the woman cannot be born.  

And Satan almost succeeded. 

But as God is always ahead of him, so He is here also.  Before Satan could finish the flood waters overwhelmed the world, because those eight people were still covenant family and were still church.  

And when the flood waters came and buried all the people, then the family of eight were preserved in the ark and in those eight, Ham, who is still in the world today, was also preserved, but also preserved were Shem, Abraham, and also David, and David’s great Son, Jesus Christ.  

And the same waters which cut off and destroyed the world lifted the ark and that one water had a two fold task: it buried the godless in the flood, and it lifted up the church of Christ Jesus. 

The water, which cut off the anti-Christ, preserved Christ in the loins of father Noah and Shem.  Therefore the ark must be the counterpart of the church and therefore the water can be the picture of baptism.  Because the water of baptism is also the burial of the old man and the resurrection of the new man, born from God.  

Therefore congregation, it is appropriate that Noah’s contemporaries saw that the seed of the woman had won.  Those people had tried to choke the seed of the woman by the narrow torrents of the flood.  But the ark comes, comes to light, shows that the seed of the woman died on the cross, but it was accomplished.  

The Seed of the woman stood up at Easter, and goes to heaven and sits on God’s own throne.  

The woman’s seed from the ark, son of Shem, great Son of David, is placed to the right of the throne.  And when that happens, Christ says, via the fact of the Ascension: I have won!  Contemporaries of Noah, I have won!

The seed of the woman came from the ark and your great church burial ground becomes floor for the tears of the seed of the woman and for His blood, and also the spring board for holiness and glory.  And exactly for those contemporaries of Noah the Ascension was terrible, when the destruction of the first world appeared now to be bringing on the second world and the seed of the woman had won anyway.

And now the question: 

What was the content of that preaching?  That content is not actually stated.  He broadcast it out: everything is included in it.  The dominating power of Christ Jesus resounded without defining particulars in the day of glory.  And hell heard it, Noah’s contemporaries saw it.  Therefore He is made known in this way, also in hell.  So we bow our head under the mighty word of this crucial sermon.  

He has sounded it out.  The herald has appeared.  He has stated officially to the whole world:  Here is God!  The fight is settled.   

And therefore when we celebrate the day of Ascension we celebrate the proclamation to earth and of hell.  It is not a limited regional matter, it is a world matter, it is the coming of world judgment.  

And whoever sees it differently only makes the Ascension a fact for one soul here and another one there.  

But whoever sees it is as proclamation of an accomplished fact; of completed history; 

of a crimp in the trunk and branches of the tree of humanity; 

of an axe at the root of that tree; 

and of the changeover of the first to the second half of time and a going on to the last act; 

will see the Ascension in its universal significance and from that will fall under its power even as individual.  

Later we will celebrate that day, not to boast only, but to fear besides.  All of the old man must pass under the judgment.  Every hypocrite trembles before the voice of this great Ascension.  And whoever is with the times today, may also know that time just as Noah’s time was known in Scripture.  

We are again in the time of Noah.  

The concentration of the powers of hell against Christ has returned and those who were once enemies have become friends when it concerns going against the church.  We are coming close to the period of the new world crisis.  And as the first world crisis in Noah’s day still left an opening for Shem and for Ham and for Christ, for the seed of the woman and for the seed of the serpent, the second destruction and the last crisis will not leave any opening.   

No cleft remains, not for the seed of the woman , not for the seed of the serpent, Christ’s judgment will be definitive.

The ark is broken up in the cross of Christ.  

It is done by the grace from the time of foreshadowing, but it is the day of complete fulfillment.  We must have armed ourselves on Ascension day in this way with the fear of God.   

And who would ask: what are these weapons (with which we are armed), the answer would be: only the promises of Christ Jesus can arm us against that day and that hour.  The old man also lives in us and the flood waters also breaks us up.  

A universal judgment over the whole world.  It is also a judgment for Noah when he must enter the ark.  And just like the water of the flood brought destruction and blessing, buried the old man and bore up the new, so it is also with us.  Baptism with its water, which keeps and saves us, is the anti-type of the flood water.  For it is not a matter of the body, but a matter of a conscience justified before God by blood, not just by the cross but through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  

It is apparent from the resurrection that the cross was sufficient, the cross came with it.  

Therefore when time breaks down and death also reaches for our throats and the flood of misery strikes our face like poison, then I will also say to you: behold Jesus Christ.  When hell trembles the church may laugh.  When hell cracks, the earth may, on behalf of the church, stand on its foundation, solid as a rock forever.  

Because her King lives!  

He has taken the water of baptism along, explained by the promises, also sealed away from threat, a threatening that would slay the people, which plainly announces judgment also to the hypocrites.  

But this conviction, this authority, is also present when I say that there is today no gazing on the water of the flood, but on the water of baptism, that anti-type, more than type, more in the flinging away of sin, but also more in the saving of the ark.  Let yourself sink into this.  

Take on the promises of the Lord and risk no doubting of his words.  

And so allow Christ’s Ascension and Easter to form one line with Pentecost.  

And those three points; Easter, Ascension and Pentecost must come to a fourth point, to the day of days, when heaven and hell come in to final completion, when wrath becomes full, but also the blessing.  

Therefore every soul is to hide in the ark of preservation, where no question marks mark out the road, but where the water of baptism gives the promise.  And in going that way at His gracious behest you will experience, not the Ascension of Christ, but the day of days.  The Ascension comes along in this complete with every fruit and causes you to sing before hell, which shudders, beside the sea of glass mingled with the fire of the faithfulness of the Lord, 

Who not only preached to the spirits in prison, but also to the souls under the alter.  

Proclaiming that the battle is His and that the victory is His!  

That He has the keys in hand and that all power He possesses means a guarantee for life, eternal for all who believe his name!

(2) Text ~ 1 Peter 3: 19, 20a

     Read ~ 1 Peter 3: 8-22
